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PARENTAL PEDAGOGICAL EDUCATION IN THE SCIENTIFIC LEGACY OF YEVGENY
IVANOVYCH PETUKHOV (1925-1989) WITHIN A HISTORICAL FRAMEWORK

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The purpose of the article is to analyze the scientific and pedagogical works of Doctor of Pedagogical
Sciences, Professor Yevhen Petukhov on family education. The article describes works devoted to the problem
of pedagogical education of parents in the 1970s—1980s of the 20th century in Ukraine, in particular in
the Kherson region.

To achieve the goal, the following modern scientific approaches were applied: synergetic, regional,
pedagogical hermeneutics and methods: analysis of scientific, scientific and methodological literature,
demonstrating the features of raising children in the family in the second half of the 20th century; study
of the works of Yevgen Petukhov, which substantiates the theoretical principles and practice of implementing
family education, in particular, the system of pedagogical education of parents in various forms and places of'its
implementation; analysis of materials from the Department of Pedagogy of the Kherson Pedagogical Institute
in the 70s-80s of the 20th century on the scientific and methodological, organizational and pedagogical support
of the system of pedagogical education of parents; historical and comparative methods, systematization, etc.

According to the results of the study:

1) it was established that in the scientific and scientific-methodical works of the scientist, the leading
place was occupied by the issues of the place and role of the family in raising children; issues of joint work
of the family, school, public, enterprise, teachers of the pedagogical institute; pedagogical education according
to the model — different from the one that existed, in particular, its organization not just at school, but directly
at the enterprise; issues of training future teachers to work with parents;

2) it was shown that the issues of organizing pedagogical education of parents in the structure of family
education are considered comprehensively, systematically, consistently, through the contemporary family
policy in the country;

3) it was substantiated that the department staff under the leadership of Yevgen Petukhov developed
clear, scientifically balanced management support, information materials on topical issues of pedagogy
and psychology to help the organizers of pedagogical education of parents, and constant training of lecturers
was carried out;

4) it is proven that the legacy of Yevgen Petukhov is an important component of family pedagogy, which
clearly emphasizes the importance of parental pedagogical education and that it was, is and will be mandatory
in the structure of family education.

Conclusions. Scientific research has shown that the multifaceted heritage of Yevgen Petukhov
considers important issues of socialization of children and young people and this is actuality today. In his
works, the scientist raised many important issues of education, in particular, family education, focusing on
the pedagogical education of parents. In his research, he substantiated its theoretical principles and ways
of practical implementation.

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The purpose of this article is to thouroughly examine the crucial role of social-emotional learning (SEL) in
preparing the intellectual elite of the nation, underscoring its significance within modern educational systems
worldwide. In addition, the article delves into the history of implementing SEL, discussing its evolution
from a supplementary educational tool to a fundamental component of modern curricula. This historical
analysis provides context for understanding how SEL has become integral to developing the intellectual
and emotional capacities of students globally. Through the analysis of recent research and case studies from
various countries, our study demonstrates how SEL fosters essential competencies, including self-awareness,
self-management, social awareness, relationship skills, and responsible decision-making. These competencies
are not only fundamental for intellectual growth but are also important for preparing the intellectual elite
and leaders who are emotionally intelligent and ethically grounded. The research methodology employed in
this study integrates a qualitative analysis of existing SEL programs, with a particular focus on their impact
on both intellectual development and leadership capabilities; in order to obtain the relevant information,
methods of information analysis and generalization were also used. The results support previous studies while
extending the understanding of SEL’s unique role in enhancing critical thinking and ethical decision-making.
The discussion compares the findings with earlier research, specifically analyzing implications for educational
practices and policy-making in countries like Singapore and Ukraine. The study offers valuable insights into
the potential of SEL to shape the future of education and leadership development. By addressing the challenges
of preparing students for leadership roles in an increasingly complex world, the article argues for the broader
implementation of SEL in curricula. The conclusion highlights the prospects for expanding SEL’s role in
education, emphasizing its capacity to develop well-rounded, socially responsible leaders who are equipped to
navigate the challenges of the future, including roles and jobs that may not yet exist.

landscape and job marketdemand thatintellectual
leaders possess more than just cognitive abilities
and hard skills. A growing number of research
highlights the importance of Social-Emotional
Learning (SEL) in shaping individuals who not
only succeed academically but are also able
to navigate various social and professional
environments. In the past decade, Social-
Emotional Learning (SEL) has seen a significant
surge in both academic research and practical
application worldwide. Scientists all around
the world continue to provide evidence that SEL is
essential for the holistic development of students.
Over the past five to ten years there have been
extensive meta-analyses and longitudinal
studies that highlight the positive outcomes
associated with SEL programs. For example,
a comprehensive meta-analysis published in 2023
reviewed over 424 studies conducted across 50
countries, involving more than 500,000 students.
This analysis demonstrated that students who
participated in SEL programs showed significant
improvements in social skills, emotional well-
being, and academic performance compared to
those who did not participate in such programs
(Hechinger Report, 2023). Moreover, studies
have expanded the understanding of SEL beyond
the traditional classroom settings, exploring

Research published by the Society for Research
in Child Development (SRCD) in 2022 emphasizes
that SEL contributes not only to immediate
academic success but also to long-term mental
health, career readiness, and civic engagement.
One of the leading figures in SEL research,
Joseph Durlak, has contributed extensively to
the understanding of SEL's impact on students’
outcomes. In his meta-analysis conducted
in 2011, Durlak, along with Roger Weissberg
and Allison Dymnicki, demonstrated that students
who participated in SEL programs exhibited
an 11% gain in academic achievement compared
to those who did not (Durlak et al., 2011).
More recently, Christina Cipriano, a prominent
psychologist at the Yale Child Study Center, has
advanced the study of SEL (Cipriano et al., 2023).
Marc Brackett, SEL researcher and the Director
of the Yale Center for Emotional Intelligence,
has highlighted the importance of emotional
intelligence in education, and his research
has shown that integrating SEL into school
curricula not only improves academic outcomes
but also enhances students’ emotional health
and social interactions (Brackett & Rivers, 2014).
The COVID-19 pandemic brought additional
insights into the relevance of SEL, with scholars
such as Stephanie Jones of Harvard University
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highlighting the critical role of SEL in building
resilience during crises. Furthermore, Linda
Darling-Hammond has emphasized the long-
term benefits of SEL, particularly in fostering
ethical leadership and civic engagement.
Darling-Hammond’s work has focused on
the integration of SEL into teacher education
and policy frameworks, advocating for a holistic
approach to education (Darling-Hammond,
2007). Among Ukrainian scientists this discussion
is still gaining popularity, Panchenko V., Duzhyk
N., ElIkin O., and others have greatly contributed
to the discussion and implementation of SEL in
Ukraine. As a co-author of the New Ukrainian
Scool concept and state standarts, Olexandr
Elkin has played an important role in promoting
SEL in Ukraine (Elkin, 2023; 2024).

In this article, we argue that SEL is crucial not
only for academic success but also for developing
the social and emotional competencies. The
intellectual elite of tomorrow must be equipped with
these skills to effectively lead, innovate, and inspire
the society in a world that is becoming ever more
interconnected, challenging and collaboration-
oriented. The task of this discussion is to explore
the concept of SEL, its key components, and its
integral role in the education of future intellectual
leaders. The research methodology in this study
focused on the collection and analysis of data to
explore the impact of Social-Emotional Learning
(SEL). To ensure a comprehensive understanding
of the subject matter, data was collected from
a variety of sources, including educational records,
academic performance metrics, and existing SEL
program evaluations. Additionally, examining data
from existing literature and case studies, provided
deeper insights into how SEL contributes to
the development of leadership qualities in students.

To start with, it is necessary to define
the key terms which are used in the study. The
term “intellectual elite” refers to individuals who
stand at the forefront of academic, scientific,
and cultural domains, often serving as leaders
and innovators within their fields (Chykharina,
2023; 2024a). Traditionally, the focus in preparing
such specialists has been on their cognitive
development, witheducational systems prioritizing
academic achievements, and primarily hard skills.
However, this approach overlooks the essential
role of emotional intelligence and interpersonal
skills in fostering true intellectual leadership
and sustainable development of the individual
within their fields.

Nowadays, theimportanceofsoftskillshasbeen
widely recognized. Soft skills as a broader concept
includes a wide range of abilities (communication,
critical thinking, teamwork, leadership, conflict
resolution, and more). Social-emotional skills are
a critical component of this broader set, as they
support effective interaction and communication.
Therefore, social-emotional skills often serve

as a foundation for developing other soft skills.
Over time, it has become clear that studying
social-emotional learning (SEL) is a complex
interdisciplinary task that requires collaboration
among researchers from various fields of science,
combiningthe latestadvancementsin psychology,
pedagogy, neurobiology, and other disciplines.
This integrated approach enables a deeper
understanding of social-emotional learning
and the development of effective programs for
cultivating various social-emotional skills in both
children and adults (Elkin et al., 2024).

SEL, which includes core competencies such
as self-awareness, self-management, social
awareness, relationship skills, and responsible
decision-making, is increasingly recognized as
a critical component in the holistic development
of future leaders and members of the intellectual
elite (Bradberry, T., & Greaves, J., 2009). In
an increasingly complex and interconnected world,
the role of SEL skills and emotional intelligence in
leadership is becoming more evident. Research
shows that 90% of top performers have high
emotional intelligence, a key component
nurtured through Social-Emotional Learning
(SEL) (Bradberry & Greaves, 2009). Intellectual
leaders who excel in their fields often attribute their
success not just to their cognitive abilities but also
to their capacity to manage emotions, navigate
social complexities, and build strong relationships.

Being a human predetermines the fact that
the rational part of our brain still can’t prevent
the limbic system from feeling the emotions. And
thatisthe communication betweenthe “emotional”
and “rational” brains that defines emotional
intelligence. It is claimed by scientists that all
emotions are derived from five basic feelings: such
as happiness, sadness, anger, fear, and shame.
There is no doubt that deepening the knowledge
of individuals related to managing emotions will
lead to enhancing emotional intelligence that
will undoubtedly result in improving not only
the academic results, but general performance as
well. The term “emotional intelligence” was first
introduced by the psychologists Peter Salovey
andJohnD. Mayerin 1990. Theydefined emotional
intelligence as the ability to monitor one’s own
and others’ emotions, to discriminate between
different emotions, and to use this information to
guide thinking and behavior. The conceptwas later
popularized by Daniel Goleman in his 1995 book
“Emotional Intelligence”, which brought the idea
to a wider audience and linked it to success in
personal and professional life (Goleman, 1995).
What is more, emotional intelligence is recorgised
as a vital component in educational settings. It
greatly contributed to creating positive raport,
conflict resolution, effective communication etc
(Bashkir et al., 2023).

Social-Emotional Learning (SEL) s
a multifaceted concept that has been defined
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in various ways by scholars, each emphasizing
different aspects of itsimpact on the development
of an individual. According to the Collaborative
for Academic, Social, and Emotional Learning
(CASEL), SEL encompasses the processes
through which individuals acquire and effectively
apply the knowledge, attitudes, and skills
necessary to understand and manage emotions,
set and achieve goals, feel and show empathy
for others, establish and maintain positive
relationships in different environments, and make
responsible decisions. This definition highlights
SEL as an educational approach that fosters
holistic development beyond traditional academic
skills.

From another perspective, Zins, Weissberg,
Wang,andWalberg(2004)defineSELastheprocess
through which children and adults develop
essential social and emotional competencies that
are critical for success, both in school and life.
They emphasize that these competencies include
self-awareness, self-management, social
awareness, relationship skills, and responsible
decision-making, which enhance both academic
achievement and emotional well-being.

Bradberry and Greaves (2009) connect SEL
withthe broader conceptof emotionalintelligence.
They define emotional intelligence as the ability
to recognize and understand emotions in oneself
and others, and to use this awareness to manage
behavior and relationships effectively. Their work
underscores the practical applications of SEL in
improving leadership qualities, communication,
and conflict resolution, making it a vital skill set for
intellectual leaders.

The complex nature of implementing SEL
demands analyzing the historical perspective
of the matter. As we have previously mentioned,
it can be noticed that formal education has
primarily been focused on cognitive development
of the students. Traditional education models
have predominantly emphasized the acquisition
of academic knowledge, under the belief that
intellectual development alone would be enough
for success in life and work. This approach was
largely influenced by early theorists and educators
who prioritized the measurable outcomes
of standardized testing as the main indicator
of students’ achievements. In the traditional
models, emotional and social development were
often considered secondary or even irrelevant to
the primary educational mission. The classroom
environment was structured around rote learning,
memorization, and the mastery of core academic
subjects, with little to no attention given to how
students’ emotional states or social interactions
could impact their learning outcomes (Zins et
al., 2004). As a result, students were generally
not equipped with the tools needed to navigate
the emotional and social challenges that they
wouldinevitably encounterinreal-world situations.

The shortcomings of traditional education
models in addressing the holistic needs
of studentsled tothe gradual recognition of Social-
Emotional Learning (SEL) as a critical component
of education. The shift began in the latter half
of the 20th century, as educational researchers
and psychologists started to acknowledge that
intellectual development alone was insufficient for
preparing students for life beyond the classroom.
Key figures in the field of psychology, such as
Daniel Goleman, whose work on emotional
intelligence became highly influential, argued
that emotional and social competencies were just
as important as cognitive skills in determining
success in life (Goleman, 1995).

The formal concept of SEL was developed
and championed by organizations like
the Collaborative for Academic, Social,
and Emotional Learning (CASEL) in the 1990s.
CASEL's framework for SEL also identified
five core competencies: self-awareness, self-
management, social awareness, relationship
skills, and responsible decision-making that were
essentialforstudents’ overalldevelopment(CASEL,
n.d.). Newerapproachesemphasizetheintegration
of SEL into everyday school practices and across
various educational contexts, from preschool to
high school. This integration is seen as crucial for
building a consistent foundation of SEL skills that
support students throughout their educational
journey. Additionally, the COVID-19 pandemic has
accelerated the adoption and recognition of SEL
as a necessary component of education. The
pandemic highlighted the emotional and social
challenges faced by students, leading to a surge in
SEL programs designed to help students cope with
stress, maintain connections, and stay engaged in
their learning environments (ERIC, 2022).

Educational leaders are increasingly advocating
for its integration into national education policies.
This is evident in the growing number of states that
have adopted SEL standards and benchmarks,
which guide schools inimplementing SEL effectively
across all grade levels. It’s necessary to align social-
emotional learning and academic objectives. So
SEL skills can be taught as a separate course, or
it can be integrated in teaching other subjects,
and involving students in extra activities. Teachers
play an important role in involving students in
a wide range of activities such as collaborative
tasks, group work, discussions, problem-solving
tasks etc (Duzhyk, 2020). SEL programs that
are well-integrated into the curriculum help to
create a supportive school climate, which has
been shown to enhance student motivation
and academic achievement, thereby contributing to
the development of a nation’sintellectual leadership.

Undoubtedly, all the mentioned points show
how beneficial SEL is when it comes to preparing
themodernintellectualelite. Enhancingintellectual
development beyond mere cognitive abilities, SEL
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contributes to a more holistic form of intellectual
growth that encompasses emotional intelligence,
ethical reasoning, and interpersonal skills, all
of which are vital for success in the modern
world. SEL supports the development of a growth
mindset, which is crucial for lifelong learning
and intellectual resilience.

Taking all the mentioned aspects into
consideration, let us look through the list
of the core components of SEL and their role in
developing intellectual elite.

Self-awareness is the foundational competency
in Social-Emotional Learning (SEL) and involves
the ability to accurately recognize one’s emotions,
thoughts, and values, as well as how they influence
behavior. It also includes the capacity to assess
one’s strengths and weaknesses with confidence
and a growth mindset. Developing self-awareness
is crucial for intellectual leaders as it enhances
critical thinking and decision-making abilities.
Self-aware individuals are better at regulating
their emotions, which is essential for maintaining
focus and achieving long-term goals (Goleman,
1995; Durlak et al., 2011). Self-awareness also
plays a pivotal role in the development of reflective
practices, which are critical for continuous personal
and intellectual growth (Hechinger Report, 2023).

Self-management refers to the ability to
regulate one’s emotions, thoughts, and behaviors
effectively in different situations. This includes
managing stress, controlling impulses,
and motivating oneself to achieve goals.
For intellectual leaders, self-management is
particularly important as it enables them to
maintain resilience and productivity in high-
pressure situations. Effective self-management
allows leaders to stay focused on their objectives,
even when faced with significant challenges or
setbacks (Bradberry & Greaves, 2009). Leaders
who excel in self-management are better
equipped to prioritize tasks, manage their time
efficiently, and achieve a balance between their
personal and professional lives.

Social awareness is the ability to understand
the perspectives of individuals from diverse
backgrounds and cultures. This competency
is crucial for intellectual leaders who must
navigate and influence complex social dynamics.
Social awareness enhances a leader’s ability to
engage in effective networking, collaboration,
and leadership (Zins et al., 2004). Empathy, a key
component of social awareness, allows leaders to
build trust, which is essential for creating inclusive
environments and fostering innovation. Leaders
who are socially aware are better equipped to
lead teams, manage conflicts, and inspire others
by understanding and addressing the emotional
andsocialneedsoftheircolleaguesandemployees
(Goleman, 1995).

Relationship skills involve the ability to establish
and maintain healthy and rewarding relationships

withothers. Thisincludeseffectivecommunication,
active listening, cooperation, conflict resolution,
and the ability to seek and offer help. Strong
relationship skills enable intellectual leaders to
work effectively within teams, build coalitions,
and navigate the complexities of interpersonal
dynamics. The importance of relationship skills
extends beyond professional success; they are
also crucial for personal fulfillment and well-being
(Hechinger Report, 2023).

Responsible decision-making is the ability
to make ethical, constructive choices about
personal and social behavior. It involves evaluating
theconsequencesofvariousactionsandconsidering
the well-being of oneself and others. For intellectual
leaders, responsible decision-making is crucial as
it predetermines ethical leadership and the ability
to navigate complex moral and social challenges
(Zins et al., 2004). This competency also involves
considering long-term impacts, making it essential
for sustainable leadership and the advancement
of knowledge and innovation in ways that benefit
society as a whole (Bradberry & Greaves, 2009;
CASEL, n.d.).

Having analysed the key compliments of SEL
and its influence on intellectual elite preparation,
it’s necessary to study the example of practical
implementation. Social and Emotional Learning
(SEL) has been implemented in various countries,
including the United States, Canada, the United
Kingdom, Australia, and Singapore, among
others. Since the term was coined in 1994,
numerous programs have been developed
primarily targeting school-aged children.

Singapore is often cited as a global leader
in education, not only for its outstanding
performance in international assessments such
as the Programme for International Student
Assessment (PISA) but also for its innovative
approaches to integrating Social-Emotional
Learning (SEL) into its education system. Since
2010, Singapore has made significant strides in
embedding SEL within its schools, recognizing
that cognitive excellence alone is insufficient for
developing well-rounded, future-ready citizens.
Singapore’s Ministry of Education (MOE) has
systematically incorporated SEL into its national
curriculum through the Character and Citizenship
Education (CCE) framework, whichwasintroduced
in 2011 and revised in 2014 and 2021 to better
meet the needs of students. The CCE framework
is designed to teach values, social skills, and civic
responsibility, ensuring that they grow not only as
knowledgeable individuals but also as emotionally
intelligent and socially responsible citizens
(Ministry of Education Singapore, 2021). The CCE
framework emphasizes core SEL competencies
such as self-awareness, self-management, social
awareness, relationship skills, and responsible
decision-making. These are taught through
various subjects, co-curricular activities (CCAs),
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and specific programs like Values in Action (VIA),
which encourages students to apply their learning
in real-world contexts by engaging in community
service and other socially meaningful projects.

The integration of SEL into Singapore’s
educational framework has shown positive
outcomes. A study conducted by the National
Institute of Education (NIE) in 2018 found that
students who participated in SEL programs
demonstrated higher levels of emotional
resilience, better interpersonal relationships,
and improved academic performance compared
to those who did not. It is important to mention
that these findings align with international
research indicating that SEL contributes to both
academic success and overall well-being (Durlak
etal., 2011).

Moreover, the focus on SEL has helped
Singaporean students navigate the pressures
of a highly competitive academic environment.
The MOE’s emphasis on emotional regulation
and stress management has been particularly
important in helping students cope with
the rigorous demands of the education system.
By teaching students how to manage stress
and maintain a healthy balance between academic
and personal life, Singapore’s SEL initiatives have
contributed to a more supportive and holistic
educational experience.

Singapore’s success in implementing SEL is
also attributed to its comprehensive approach
to teacher development. The MOE provides
extensive training for teachers in SEL principles,
ensuring that they are well-equipped to foster
these skills in their students. This professional
developmentis crucial, as teachers play a key role
in creating a positive school culture that supports
emotional and social learning.

Despite its successes, Singapore continues to
refine its approach to SEL in response to emerging
challenges. The MOE's recent revisions to the CCE
framework reflect a growing emphasis on digital
literacy and the responsible use of technology,
recognizing the need to equip students with
the social-emotional skills necessary to navigate
the digitalworld responsibly. The ongoing challenge
is to maintain the balance between academic rigor
and the nurturing of SEL competencies in a rapidly
changing global landscape.

Such examples show that in modern education
systems, Social-Emotional Learning (SEL) plays
a crucial role in preparing students not only to
excel academically but also to lead effectively in
a complex world. In elite schools and universities,
SEL is often embedded into leadership
training and entrepreneurship programs. For
instance, institutions such as Harvard, Stanford,
and Yale have incorporated SEL principles into
their leadership development courses, focusing
on self-awareness, empathy, and ethical decision-
making as core competencies for future leaders

(Goleman, 1995; Bradberry & Greaves, 2009).
These programs emphasize the importance
of emotional intelligence in leadership,
recognizing that leaders who can manage their
emotions and understand the emotions of others
are better equipped to inspire and guide their
teams. Moreover, elite institutions are adopting
a holistic approach to education that includes SEL
as a fundamental component. This approach not
only enhances students’ academic performance
but also prepares them for the complexities
of global leadership (Hechinger Report, 2023).

The integration of SEL into Ukraine’s education
system has the potential to play a transformative
role in shaping the country’s future leaders
and professionals. As Ukraine continues to
navigate significant social, political, and economic
challenges, the developmentof SELcompetencies
among its youth is critical for fostering resilience,
social cohesion, and ethical leadership. In
recent years, Ukraine has taken steps to reform
its education system, with a growing focus on
developing not just academic skills but also
the socialand emotional competencies needed for
active citizenship and leadership in a democratic
society. The Ministry of Education and Science
of Ukraine has recognized the importance of SEL
in addressing the emotional and psychological
needs of students, particularly in the context
of ongoing conflicts and social instability. Looking
forward, the expansion of SEL in Ukrainian
education could have profound implications
for the country’s development. As Ukraine
seeks to strengthen its position in the global
economy and foster a culture of innovation
and entrepreneurship, the cultivation of social-
emotional competencies will be essential. SEL can
help to create a new generation of leaders who are
not only intellectually capable but also emotionally
intelligent, ethical, and socially responsible.
These leaders will be better prepared to address
the complex challenges facing Ukraine, from
economic modernization to social integration
and democratic governance. Additionally,
the emphasis on SEL could contribute to greater
social cohesion within Ukraine. By promoting
empathy, social awareness, and responsible
decision-making, SEL can help bridge divides
and foster a sense of unity and shared purpose
among Ukraine’s diverse population. This is
particularly important in a country that has
experienced significant social and political
upheaval in recent years.

In conclusion, these findings underscore
the critical role that SEL plays in developing
well-rounded individuals who not only achieve
academic excellence but also lead with empathy,
resilience, and social awareness — traits that
are indispensable for leadership in today’s
global landscape and diverse environments.
We have to understand that we the intellectual
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elite that is being prepared today, will have to
confront the challenges of the future, and do
the jobs that possibly do not exist today. SEL
programs vary across countries due to
differences in cultural values, educational
priorities, and available resources. Singapore
integrates SEL into its Character and Citizenship
Education (CCE) curriculum, focusing on moral
values and social responsibility. Meanwhile,
Ukraine, still in the early stages, uses SEL to
foster resilience and social cohesion. Despite
these differences, the core principles of SEL
are adapted to fit the unique contexts of each
country. The article shows how the development
of core SEL competencies can be beneficial
for the intellectual elite and make sure it is
proactive, not reactive.

The results of this study confirm and build upon
the findings of several key scholars in the field
of Social-Emotional Learning (SEL). The work
of Joseph Durlak and his colleagues (2011), which
highlighted the academic and social benefits of SEL
programs, serves as a foundational reference for
our research. Additionally, the meta-analysis led
by Christina Cipriano (2023) provided valuable
insights into the global effectiveness of SEL,
particularly in terms of its impact on social skills,
emotional well-being, and academic performance.
Marc Brackett’s research on emotional
intelligence and its integration into educational
settings (Brackett & Rivers, 2014) also informed
our understanding of how SEL contributes to
the development of leadership qualities. This study
extends the existing research by offering new
evidence on the specific role of SEL in enhancing
critical thinking and ethical decision-making
among students in elite educational institutions.
While previous studies primarily focused on
the general social and emotional benefits of SEL,
our findings indicate that these programs also play
a crucial role in preparing students for leadership
by fostering the ability to make sound ethical
decisions and engage in reflective, critical thought.
Moreover, this study analyzed the implications
of SEL in different national contexts, specifically in
Singapore and Ukraine.

Looking ahead, the prospects for integrating
Social-Emotional Learning (SEL) into educational
systems worldwide appear highly promising,
particularly as the benefits of SEL continue to
be recognized and validated by both research
and practical application. The growing body
of evidence supporting SEL's impact on academic
success, emotional resilience, and leadership
development suggests that these programs will
become an integral part of curricula, not just in elite
institutions but across diverse educational settings.
One of the key areas of potential is the expansion
of SEL into digital and hybrid learning environments.
Furthermore, the successful implementation of SEL
in contexts like Singapore offers a model that can be

adapted and applied in other countries, including
Ukraine, where the focus on SEL is still emerging.
As research continues to explore and expand
on the benefits of SEL, we can expect to see
these programs become even more embedded
in educational practice, shaping the leaders
of tomorrow in profound and lasting ways.

METHODOLOGICAL ASPECTS OF USING INTERACTIVE WHITEBOARDS
IN ENGLISH LANGUAGE LESSONS
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The article is devoted to the study of methodological aspects of using interactive whiteboards in English
language lessons. The purpose of the article is to identify and substantiate methodological approaches to
the effective use of interactive whiteboards in English language teaching. These approaches aim to enhance
the assimilation of educational material, develop students’ key language competencies, and increase motivation
for learning. A combination of theoretical and empirical research methods was employed to achieve this
objective. Theoretical analysis of scientific literature revealed key approaches to applying interactive
technologies in the educational process. Empirical methods, including classroom observations and surveys
of teachers and students, provided insights into the practical effectiveness of interactive whiteboards. The
generalization method facilitated the formulation of recommendations for improving teaching methodologies.
Results. The study confirmed that interactive whiteboards contribute to enhancing student motivation,
activating their cognitive activity, and improving communicative skills. The use of multimedia resources,
interactive exercises, and game elements in English language lessons significantly boosts the effectiveness
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of material acquisition. The article also examines key challenges associated with integrating interactive
technologies, particularly the need to prepare educators for working with modern equipment and to develop
suitable teaching materials. The conclusions substantiate the effectiveness of using interactive whiteboards
in English language teaching within the framework of the New Ukrainian School (NUS). Interactive
whiteboards foster students’ cognitive activity, improve the perception and retention of educational material,
and develop essential 21st-century competencies. However, to maximize their effectiveness, it is necessary
to ensure adequate technical support, enhance teachers’ digital literacy, and adapt curricula to the capabilities
of interactive equipment. The study’s findings affirm the appropriateness of integrating interactive technologies
into the educational process and provide recommendations for their effective implementation.

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ESP TEACHER’S ROLE:
FROM A TEACHER TO A MASTER OF BUILDING AUTONOMY
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Therole of the ESP (English for Specific Purposes) teacher has evolved in response to societal and educational
shifts. Despite the extensive exploration of teacher roles in general ELT, the evolving nature and specific
challenges of the ESP teacher’s responsibilities have remained underexplored. This article aims to bridge
this gap by presenting a comprehensive framework of the ESP teacher’s multifaceted roles, emphasizing
their significance in contemporary educational contexts. This article explores the changing nature of the ESP
teacher’s role, conducting a retrospective analysis based on existing scholarly work, and identifies key aspects
of the teacher’s multifaceted responsibilities. Initially, the role of the teacher in general education was often
teacher-centered, with the educator seen as the authority and primary decision-maker. Over time, this shifted
towards a learner-centered model where the teacher acts as a facilitator, encouraging autonomy and student
involvement.

The article categorizes these roles into eight key functions: course designer, facilitator, subject-matter
researcher, methodology researcher, collaborator, autonomy-builder, evaluator, and project manager. These roles
are essential for addressing the specific needs of learners in various professional fields. The research highlights
the need for specialized knowledge in both language and the specific discipline being taught, along with
a comprehensive understanding of teaching methodologies. The ongoing transformation in the role of the ESP
teacher reflects broader changes in the educational landscape, where personalized, context-driven instruction is
increasingly prioritized. As ESP education continues to adapt to the demands of a globalized and digital world,
teachers must develop new skills, embrace learner autonomy, and foster effective collaboration to remain
relevant in the evolving educational environment.

Problem statement. A teacher, like any
other profession, is evolving in accordance with
the needs and demands of society. Developments
in technology, globalization, wars, and artificial
intelligence are significantly shifting the roles
of teachers. Many scholars, such as Douglas
H. Brown, Wright T., Byrne O., and J. Harmer, have
researched the topic of teachers’ roles. However,
the development of the roles of ESP teachers has
not been extensively explored so far.

ESP is not just a matter of Science words
and grammar for Scientists, Hotel words
and grammar for Hotel staffand so on (Hutchinson,
Waters, 1987:19). It is an approach to language
learning, which is based on learner need. ESP
is an approach to language teaching in which all
decisions as to content and method are based on
thelearner’sreasonforlearning. ELT and ESP have
in common is that they are all primarily concerned
with communication and learning. ESP should
properly be seen not as any particular language
product but as an approach to language teaching
which is directed by specific and apparent reasons
for learning (Hutchinson, Waters, 1987).

Aim of the article. The aim of this article is
to conduct a retrospective analysis of the role
of the ESP teacher. To achieve this, we will define
theteacher’srole,reviewclassificationsofteachers’
roles, and trace their evolution in the field of ESP.

Methods. Retrospective Analysis:
investigation of the historical evolution of teacher
roles, transitioning from teacher-centered
to learner-centered approaches; evaluation
of pedagogical models and their application in
ESP teaching over time. Qualitative Analysis:
identification and categorization of the diverse
roles of ESP teachers based on a synthesis
of literature and observed teaching practices.
Comparative Analysis: comparison between roles
of ESP teachers and General English teachers
to highlight the unique aspects of ESP teaching;
analysis of methodologies and their impact on
ESP course design and delivery. Conceptual
Framework Development: proposing an eight-
role framework for ESP teachers, incorporating
roles like course designer, facilitator, collaborator,
evaluator, and autonomy builder; grounding
the framework in theoretical insights and practical
applications.

Thestatementofbasicmaterials. According
to the British Council the role of a teacher is
the relationship between the teacher and learner,
particularly in terms of the autonomy the learner
has over their learning (Teacher role). Based on
this definition there are two main approaches
to teaching: teacher-centered and learner -

centered. Prior to 1998 most of Europe adhered
to a teacher-centered approach, where
the teacher was seen as the figure of authority,
the sole source of knowledge, and the primary
decision-maker, responsible for the learning
process. In this model, the teacher acts as
both ‘controller’ and ‘assessor’ (Harmer,
1983:205). After 1998, there has been a shift
towards a learner-centered approach, in which
the teacher is viewed as a partner in the learning
process. In this role, the teacher becomes
a guide, facilitator, negotiator, and encourages
learner independence.

Sheerin S. (2018) has outlined that learner-
centered approach has aspects in common with
other approaches:

Learner Independence / Learner Autonomy

Self-access or Resource-based Learning

Learner Training / Learning Strategies

Task-based Learning

Learner-centered approach creates new
roles for Learners and Teachers and changes
the relationships between them (Sheerin).

Teacher’s roles

There are two conceptually different roles
based on the approach that is used — teacher-
controller (who is compared to a puppet-master
standing at the front of the class and controlling
everything) and teacher-facilitator (who maintains
students’ freedom) depending on the organization
of the classroom either in teacher-dominated or
learner-centred framework (Anisimova, 2010).

Douglas H. Brown identifies teacher as a:

Controller: a teacher always in charge
of every moment in the classroom.

Director: “a teacher is like a conductor
of an orchestra or a director of a drama” (Douglas
Brown, 2000: 167) Students engage in cither
rehearsed or spontaneouslanguage performance,
it is teacher’s job to keep the process flowing
smoothly and efficiently.

Manager: a teacher plans, lessons, module
and cources and who structures the larger, longer
segments of classroom time, but who then allows
each individual player to be creative within those
parameters.

Facilitator: a teacher step away from
the managerial or directive role and allow
students, with your guidance and gentle prodding,
to find their own pathways to success. A facilitator
capitalizes on the principle of intrinsic motivation
by allowing students to discover language through
using it pragmatically, rather than by telling them
about language.

Recourse: role is that the student takes
the initiative to come to a teacher. A teacher is
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available for advice and counsel when the student
seeks it (Douglas Brown, 2000).

Wright T. categorizes teacher
the following:

Instructor: Responsible for direct teaching,
providing structured knowledge, and guiding
students toward achieving learning objectives.

Facilitator: Helps students engage with
the material by providing tools and strategies to
explore concepts independently.

Manager: Organizes the learning
environment, manages time and resources
effectively, and ensures smooth classroom
operation.

Counselor: Supports learners emotionally
and socially, fostering a positive environment
and addressing individual needs.

Co-communicator:  Collaborates  with
students in discussions and tasks, promoting
a shared learning experience (Wright, 1987).

Byrne O. emphasizes several key roles for
teachers in the context of oral English instruction:

Presenter:  Teachers introduce new
language structures and vocabulary, providing
clear, engaging explanations. They ensure that
the material is appropriate for the learners’ level
and needs.

Facilitator: As facilitators, teachers
encourage studentsto actively engagein speaking
activities. This involves creating opportunities
for communication and helping students build
confidence in using the language.

Motivator: Teachers play a crucial role
in sustaining students’ interest and motivation
by selecting or adapting stimulating materials
and activities. Byrne highlights the importance
of the teacher’'s energy and sensitivity in
maintaining student engagement.

Controller:  During practice  phases,
teachers monitor student activities to ensure
they are focused and productive. They provide
guidance and feedback while maintaining the flow
of the lesson.

Evaluator: Teachers assess students’
progress, identifying their strengths and areas
for improvement. This role involves setting clear
objectives and aligning instruction with students’
developmental needs (Byrne Donn, 1987).

J.Harmer (2007) outlines out the following
roles:

Controller: teachers are in charge
of the class and of the activity taking place and are
often ‘leading from the front.

Prompter: a teacher occasionally offers
words or phrases, suggest that the students say
something (e.g. Well, ask him why he says that)
or suggest what could come next in a paragraph
a student is writing, for example.

Participant: teachers during student
discussions, role-plays or group decision-making
activities, is of people who ‘stand back’ from

roles into

the activity, letting the learners get on with it
and only intervening later to offer feedback and/
or correct mistakes. “There are also times when
we might want to join in an activity not (only) as
a teacher, but also as a participant in our own
right” (Harmer, 2007: 109).

Resource: acts as a source of additional
information and guidance when needed
(dictionary, website etc.).

Tutor: acombination of the roles of prompter
and resource (e.g. when students are working
on longer projects, such as process writing or
preparation for a talk or a debate, a teacher can
work with individuals or small groups pointing
them in directions they have not yet thought
of taking (Harmer, 2007).

As far as the ESP teacher is concerned, it
is important to distinguish between the roles
of teachers of English for Specific Purposes
(ESP) and those teaching General English (GE) in
secondary or higher education. For this reason,
we should clarify the difference between an ELT
teacher and an ESP teacher.

According to THutchinson and A.Waters,
the role of the ESP teacher differs significantly
from that of the General English teacher in several
ways:

An ESP practitioner, in addition to the typical
classroom teaching duties, must also handle
tasks such as needs analysis, syllabus design,
materials writing or adaptation, and evaluation
(Hutchinson, Waters, 1987).

The majority of ESP teachers have not received
specialized training in this field (Hutchinson,
Waters, 1987).

These two differences, emphasized in 1987,
are still relevant to the current situation in Ukraine.
There are very few universities in Ukraine that
include ESP methodology as part of their teacher
training programs.

A good ESP teacher has his/her competence
built on four pillars: solid English language
competence, adequate knowledge of the related
HEI disciplines, awareness of specific needs
of stakeholders in question (university, students,
government, job market requirements, etc.), as
wellasexperiencewith culturalissuesofthe current
international environment (Chmelikova, Hurajova,
2019: 447).

Dudley-Evans and St. John proposed
five roles for the: teacher, course designer
and materials provider, researcher, collaborator,
and an evaluator (Dudley-Evans, John, 1998). We
agree with with their identification of these roles.
However, we believe some of these roles should
be further specified, and additional factors should
be considered. The teacher’s role is not only
shaped by the approach to teaching but also by
other influences, such as:

1)internationalization of higher education
(Bologna Process, European Higher Education
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Area (EHEA), Erasmus+ Programme, Horizon
Europe Office (2023), Twinning Initiative (2023))
2)conferences on ESP (IATEFL international
conference, ESPSIG Online Open Forum,
TESOL international conference, all-ukrainian
conferences etc.,);
3)ESP projects -
project (2014-2017);

4) digitalization of education - the rapid
adoption of online learning platforms and digital
tools, accelerated by the COVID-19 pandemic.

Therefore, based on the literature review
and qualitative analysis we can identify such 8
ESP roles as:

1) course designer — any ESP teacher should
design its course to meet the needs of particular
learners. Major factor affecting ESP course
design are language description, lerning
theories and needs analysis (Hutchinson,
Waters, 1987: 22).

2) facilitator — an ESP teacher encourages
students to actively engage in speaking activities,
prioritizing fluency over accuracy. As a facilitator,
he or she also works with mixed-ability students
and adapts both the delivery of material
and the material itself to accommodate varying
levels.

3) subject-matter researcher — it is impossible
to teach ESP effectively without researching
the specific field of study. The teacher must
bridge the gap between general language skills
and the specialized needs of the learners.

4) methodology researcher —to equip learners
with the language skills and communicative
competence required to perform specific tasks
or succeed in particular professional contexts.
Teachers need investigate the approach
and methods that are used as this information isn’t
given in teacher training programmof the majority
of Ukraininan univesities.

5) collaborator - he or she should
cooperate with subject matter lecturers,
university administrators, students, job market
requirements etc. Collaboration and support are
key components of success. A teacher can be
at the forefront of ESP education, proficient in
English and culturally aware. However, without
effective collaboration with all stakeholders, their
efforts are likely to fail.

6) autonmy - builder — he ESP teacher fosters
English learning communities, creating private
groups on social media or messengers, using
asynchronous teaching methods, and applying
task-based learning to promote learner
autonomy.

7) evaluator — one should evaluate not only
course butlearner aswell. Thisincludes assessing
learner progress and course effectiveness.

8) project managers - ESP teachers can
take the lead in interdisciplinary cooperation

English for Universities

at their higher education institutions by submitting
projects that foster collaboration between
disciplines.

Conclusions and perspectives of further
research.Inconclusion,theroleoftheESPteacher
has evolved significantly from the traditional
teacher-centered approach to a more learner-
centered, autonomy-building model. This shift is
influenced by various factors such as globalization,
digitalization, and interdisciplinary needs. ESP
teachers now assume a diverse range of roles,
including course designers, facilitators, subject-
matter researchers, and collaborators, all aimed
at addressing the specific needs of learners in
professional contexts. As educational approaches
continue to change, ESP teachers must adapt to
new methodologies, conduct ongoing research,
and foster learner independence. Ultimately,
the evolving ESPteacher’srolereflectsthe broader
changes in education and the increasing
demand for specialized, learner-driven language
instruction. Further research into the evolving role
of the ESP teacher can explore teacher training
and professional development in the Slovak
and Czech Republic.

METHODS OF TEACHING THE TOPIC
«UKRAINIAN REVOLUTION OF 1917-1921» AT HISTORY LESSONS
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In the article, the author analyses the peculiarities of the methodology of teaching the topic «Ukrainian
Revolution of 1917-1921» in history lessons. The presentation of the topic «Ukrainian Revolution
of 1917-1921» in history lessons is extremely important in the modern educational process, especially in
the context of current events related to the Russian-Ukrainian war. After all, this period of history serves as
an example of the struggle of the Ukrainian people for their independence and sovereignty. Teaching this
topic fosters patriotism, national consciousness and love for the native land, instilling in students a sense
of responsibility for the fate of their country. Historical education is currently undergoing a transformation, so
there is a need to abandon old approaches, which were often based on myths and Soviet narratives, and create
new ones. It is important to study the Ukrainian Revolution as one of the state-building aspects. Teaching
the topic «Ukrainian Revolution of 1917-1921» at school requires an interactive approach that will help students
not only understand the chronology of events but also understand their causes, consequences and significance.
The study is aimed at improving the methodology of teaching the topic «Ukrainian Revolution of 1917-1921».
The author applies the principle of systematicity, which is implemented using general scientific methods. The
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author analyses the programmes on the history of Ukraine and the integrated course on history, methodological
recommendations, etc. in order to reflect in detail the specifics of studying the topic «Ukrainian Revolution
of 1917-1921» in history lessons. Examples of own exercises for studying the «Ukrainian Revolution
of 1917-1921» and expanding the context of the methodology of teaching the proposed topic are given. In
order to understand the peculiarities of teaching the events of the Ukrainian Revolution, the author focuses on
adetailed analysis of historical sources for a better understanding of the complex struggle of the Ukrainian nation
for independence in the context of the Ukrainian Revolution during 1917-1921. The final part of the article
summarises the importance of developing logical, critical, historical thinking, as well as diversifying tasks for
students. The importance of the revolution as a struggle for statehood, which laid the foundation for Ukraine’s

future independence, is also important.

ORGANIZATION OF PERSONALIZED LEARNING
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The purpose of the article is to analyze modern approaches to the use of artificial intelligence in
the organization of personalized training, to identify the advantages and disadvantages of using Al in
the educational process. Methods. Theoretical analysis of scientific publications, generalization of approaches
to the use of artificial intelligence for personalization of students’ training, empirical methods: questionnaires,
observations, testing. Results. The analysis and generalization of various approaches to defining the phenomenon
of «personalized learning» proved that in modern conditions of total digitization of all spheres of social life,
artificial intelligence applications can become a powerful tool for providing such learning. In the work, a survey
of primary school teachers was conducted regarding the prospects and challenges of using applications based
on artificial intelligence in their professional activities. The results of such a survey proved that, to a greater
extent, participants do not associate personalized learning with artificial intelligence technologies; familiarized
with individual applications that function on the basis of Al; partially familiar with tools for analyzing
student progress; completely unfamiliar with Al-enabled learning management systems (LMS). At the same
time, 90% of survey participants consider the outlined problem to be urgent. The article provides examples
of some platforms offered to respondents, which function on the basis of artificial intelligence and allow
for personalization of training. Using them, the teacher can save time on routine tasks; generate new ideas;
improve the visual design of your lessons; add more interactivity to training programs.

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DOCTORS OF PHILOSOPHY FOR IMPLEMENTING THE IDEAS OF ACADEMIC INTEGRITY
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Objective. The aim of this article is to present the features and specifics of the assessment-result component
of the system for preparing future Doctors of Philosophy for the implementation of academic integrity ideas
during their professional training.
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Methods. The research is based on a systematic, competency-based, and axiological approach. Research
methods include analysis and synthesis to study the literature and normative-legal acts, modeling to develop
the structure of the component, and classification and systematization to organize knowledge about its
implementation.

Results. The system for preparing future Doctors of Philosophy for the implementation of academic integrity
consists of motivational-target, subject-subject, content, environmental, technological, and assessment-
result components, which interact with each other and the social environment, contributing to the formation
of a culture of academic integrity. The assessment-result component includes criteria and levels of academic
integrity formation that determine the readiness of postgraduate students to adhere to its principles. Among
the main criteria for evaluation are motivational-value, creative-operational, and reflective, as well as stages
of readiness for research-innovative activities. Key indicators of academic integrity have been identified,
including proper citation, objective evaluation, adherence to copyright, and consideration of the special needs
of students.

Conclusions. To assess the level of academic integrity formation in future Doctors of Philosophy, it is
proposed to use criteria with corresponding levels of formation: motivational-value, ethnocognitive, creative-
operational, and reflective. Each of these criteria includes indicators that evaluate the level of awareness
of integrity norms, the ability to independently apply principles, and analyze one’s own activities. The levels
of formation are assessed in three degrees: low (adaptive), medium (reproductive), and high (creative),
reflecting different levels of awareness, initiative, and ability for self-improvement in the field of academic

integrity.

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The purpose of the article is to substantiate the peculiarities of the organization of pedagogical practice
of future doctors of philosophy. The authors used methods of analysis and generalization of observation
results. The main material is devoted to the fact that arguments are given for updating the organization
of the educational process in graduate school, it is proved that pedagogical (assistant) practice is important
in the scientific and professional training of students of the third (educational and scientific) level
of higher education. The article emphasizes that postgraduate study is the third level of higher education,
which is established in state regulatory documents, and this causes radical changes in the organization
of the educational process. Therefore, the updating of the content, forms and methods of education of future
doctors of philosophy is due to a number of challenges to significant changes in the training of applicants in
postgraduate studies. In particular, the authors rely on the updates made to the “Procedure for the Training
of Applicants for the Degree of Doctor of Philosophy and Doctor of Science in Higher Education
Institutions ... an educational and scientific program at the third (educational and scientific) level of higher
education is a single complex of educational (subjects, individual tasks, practices, control measures, etc.)
and scientific (conducting scientific research, writing scientific publications, speaking at conferences, etc.)
components aimed at achieving the learning outcomes, preparation and public defense of a dissertation,
which gives the right to obtain a certain qualification, provided for by such a program” (Procedure, 2023).
Thus, educational programs for training doctors of philosophy should be innovative both in content and in
the forms of organizing the scientific and pedagogical activities of applicants. Taking into account the current
state of war, programs should be individualized, tailored to the pace of learning and activity of applicants.
The article presents a structural model of the practical component of the educational program, which, in
our opinion, plays a key role in shaping the academic training of applicants. It is emphasized that new
aspects of the educational environment are fundamentally important for the formation of research skills,
career growth in the future and establishing the identity of a teacher of a higher educational institution
within the framework of the concept of three-subject didactics. The priority task of practice is to polish
the experience of theoretical and practical training of future doctors of philosophy. Conclusion. Practice
is an important component in the system of training future doctors of philosophy and an effective tool
for the formation of a modern teacher of a higher educational institution. Conducting practice requires
high responsibility for the final result from the organizers, and forecasting and planning of both content
and means should be innovative.

INNOVATIVE PEDAGOGICAL APPROACHES TO TRAINING HOSPITALITY SPECIALISTS
IN THE CONDITIONS OF DIGITALIZATION OF EDUCATION

Purpose. The article aims to analyze innovative pedagogical approaches to training specialists in
hospitality in the context of the digitalization of education and to develop recommendations for their effective
implementation in the educational process.

Methods. The study used a theoretical analysis of scientific literature and sources on the topic, a content
analysis of articles and publications dedicated to the digitalization of education and innovative pedagogical
approaches, a comparative analysis of traditional and innovative teaching methods in the field of hospitality,
and a synthesis of the information obtained to form conclusions and recommendations.

Results. The study’s findings underscore the critical role of digital competence in training modern specialists
in hospitality. Innovative pedagogical approaches, such as the flipped classroom model, the integration
of information and communication technologies into the educational process, and hospitality pedagogy, are
shown to significantly enhance the quality of education and the development of necessary competencies in
students. The study also highlights the need to develop conceptual provisions of digital pedagogy and didactics
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that consider the peculiarities of learning in a digital environment. The competency-based approach in
professional education and its relevance for the hospitality sector are thoroughly analyzed. The study identifies
challenges and barriers to implementing innovative approaches, and discusses the impact of digitalization on

the hospitality sector and educational requirements.

Conclusions. The study concludes that innovative pedagogical approaches are essential for training
competitive specialists in the hospitality sector in the context of the digitalization of education. The
implementation of these approaches significantly improves the quality of education, the development of digital
competence, and students’ professional skills. The study also underscores the importance of developing digital
pedagogy and didactics, and the need to overcome challenges in implementing innovations. However, the study
also highlights the need for further research in this field, as the digitalization of education and the hospitality
sector continue to evolve, and new challenges and opportunities emerge.

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The purpose is a comprehensive analysis of the use of the KSU24 digital service in the organization
of the educational process of a higher education institution, with a focus on assessing the impact of this
platform on the quality of education, adaptation to modern conditions, development of professional skills,
and opportunities for further improvement.

Methods. In the course of writing the article, a number of the following research methods were used:
method of analyzing methodological literature; theoretical (induction, analysis, systematization, comparison);
empirical (interview, survey); methods of statistical processing.

Results. An important tool for transformation was the KSU24 platform, which not only provided automated
management of the educational process, but also became the basis for the integration of modern technologies
into education. It allowed us to optimize communication between students, teachers, and administration,
and provided convenient access to educational materials, which is critical during the war. Blended learning,
which is being implemented at Kherson State University, opens up new opportunities for the development
of education, creating conditions for active participation of students in the educational process.

Conclusions. The KSU24 platform is an effective tool for modern learning that helps to adapt the educational
process to new requirements and standards. Thus, Kherson State University has become not only an adaptive
but also a proactive participant in the educational process in crisis situations. Digitalization, which is being
actively implemented by the university, is not only a response to the challenges of today, but also a guarantee
of its competitiveness in the future. Innovative tools, such as KSU24, are becoming key to optimizing
the interaction between all participants in the educational process and increasing its overall efficiency. The
experience of Kherson State University can serve as a valuable reference point for other educational institutions
seeking to introduce new technologies and adapt their strategies to modern conditions.
